Dear friends,

Sorry this letter is a bit later than usual! Work seems quite slow and
small at the moment. We had interesting conversations with students
while questionnairing in January/February but there have been very
few students at the Bible studies we were inviting them to. We've had
5 Bible studies in Louvain-la-Neuve so far; there was one student at
the first study, no-one at the second or third, two at the fourth and one
at the fifth. In January | told you that 'H' and | were going to start
reading the Bible one-to-one, sadly it's proved difficult to find a time to
meet so far. Although the lack of students is discouraging for us as a
staff team, it has prompted us to reflect on the GBU's situation and on
what action could be taken to strengthen the movement. We're hoping
to be able to work with the GBU's board of trustees in order to explore
what strategies could be put in place to move forward.

It was lovely to have some time away in February as our IFES team
travelled to Switzerland to spend four days with the IFES teams from
Lausanne and Paris (see photo below). | enjoyed the challenge of
doing some Bible studies in Zephaniah and it was really useful to
spend some time thinking about vision and strategy together. It was
also encouraging to hear how the Swiss GBU has seen its students
grow in initiative - so much so that the students are organising a
mission week taking place this month!

Back in December | told you that I'd decided to continue working with
IFES in Belgium for a longer period. During my Christmas holiday |
realised that | needed to spend some more time considering my
reasons for applying for a longer-term position and so I'm currently
reflecting and praying about this so that | can make my decision
before Easter.

As well as continuing with weekly Bible studies, this month the staff
team is organising a day of teaching and activities for Christian
students in French-speaking Belgium. On 14th March we'll meet in
Brussels to consider the question 'What is the Bible?'. We're going to
have two seminars on the history of the Bible and on how to read the
Bible. We hope that the day will help students see that they can have
confidence that the Bible is God's word and that they can understand
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it themselves. We'd really appreciate your
prayers for this day!

will not be satisfied just with being O.K., or with being quite nice. God
wants more for us than that. Be grateful for a glorious vision of what
your life should aim for, and drive forwards with God, to be more like
him.

As with all Bible verses, it is important to take the context into
account. What Jesus meant by this command will be clearer if we see
what goes before it. The saying is part of the Sermon on the Mount
covering Matthew chapters 5 to 7. Even within the sermon, it is quite
clear Jesus does not expect us to attain absolute moral perfection in
this life. He describes the blessed as those who continually hunger
and thirst for righteousness (5:6) which shows they know they have
not attained it. And in the Lordo
pray for the forgiveness of ours sins 1 because we go on committing
them. Christians are not, and cannot in this life become, morally
perfect.

But in the verses before this command, Jesus has been making a
contrast between the standards of the world and the standards of
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those who belong to the kingdom where he is King. The non-Christian
world lives by retaliation and reward: you give back to others what
they give to you, whether it is a blow on the cheek (5:39) or love and

greeting(5:46-47) . John Stott describes t
and paying back favoursdé, and he
manos debtors, we keep even with

proud who cannot bear to be indebted to anybody. It is an attempt to
order society by a rough and ready justice which we administer
ourselves so that nobody gets the better of us in any way. But it will
not do in the Kingdom of God! o

Instead, Jesus gives us a higher aim: not to copy the world, the
tax-collectors, or the pagans, but God himself, who is kind to the
undeserving, gracious to the sinner, loving to his enemies, and
therefore perfect in every way. That is the perfection we are to copy
and aim for: a perfection in love for God and for all, no matter who
they are or what they have done to us. The Pharisees put restrictions
on love. They loved those who loved them, but wanted to get even
with those who harmed or threatened them (such as Jesus himself).
And they loved those who were like them, in racial and religious
purity, but despised the sinners and outcasts and gentiles. Jesus calls
us to be like our heavenly Father, who lavishes his love even on you
and me; we are to have his kind of perfection, and lavish our love on
the difficult, the irritating, th

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Renew your mind

Why did you become a counsellor?

Five years ago, | began training as a counsellor, initially to work for
the Pregnancy Crisis Centre in Yeovil. | felt God was calling me and
had given me the gifts to come alongside others and support them in
this way. | then went on to study for a certificate and diploma in
counselling adults, and am now completing a diploma in counselling
children and young people. | am very grateful to those in the church
family who have encouraged and prayed with me throughout my
training.

What is counselling?

| see counselling as a way to help people who are struggling with
some aspect of living, especially as a result of early experiences or
later events that have shaped the way they see themselves and
others. None of us, except Jesus, grows up completely in touch with
our heavenly Father's unconditional love for us. We live our lives in
response to the unspoken question: How is someone like me going to
survive in a world like this, with people like these? So we all have a
tendency to hide the bits of ourselves which do not meet with
approval from others, or unwittingly take on beliefs and behaviours to
help us make sense of and manage rejection by others.

The aim of counselling is to provide a safe, confidential relationship, in
which we can begin to explore some of those innermost beliefs and
feelings which hold us back from living life more authentically.

Who would you recommend counselling to?

Counselling can be helpful for anyone who feels stuck or
overwhelmed by feelings, thoughts or patterns of behaviour that are
robbing them of living life to the full. Often this can leave them feeling
isolated, or misunderstood. At times, counselling can seem like hard
work, as it may mean facing parts of yourself you've spent a lifetime
trying to avoid, but the aim is to live life more fully and freely.

Do Christians need counselling?
Many of our beliefs about ourselves, others and God were formed
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long before we may have put our trust in Jesus. These beliefs are
very resistant to change. In a counselling setting, it is possible to
examine what we believe and express our true feelings, without the
fear of 'getting it wrong' or 'letting God down'. | think this is healthy as
it allows us to be more honest with ourselves. | have often seen
Christians receiving God's love in a deeper way through the
counselling process.

Do | need to go to a Christian counsellor if | am a Christian?

| think it is important to know that the counsellor you are seeing is
respectful and welcoming to your whole self, including your faith and
beliefs about God. A good counsellor will not try to impose their own
beliefs on you. However, if you feel unsafe or misunderstood when
talking about your faith because of how your counsellor reacts then
this may, in my opinion, limit the usefulness of the work you do
together (you may feel you have to compartmentalise your faith and
leave it out of the room). On the other hand, if you go to a Christian
counsellor, there is also a chance that you will edit what you share
according to what you think your counsellor believes and expects you
to say. This is equally unhelpful, and may leave you feeling judged.
The most important thing to consider is i can | trust this person to
understand and accept me, and to help me?

Is depression a spiritual issue?

Personally, | believe the roots of depression are often psychological
(to do with what we think) usually shaped by our life experiences.
Thankfully, God made us so that we can change our beliefs. Indeed,
in Romans 12 He encourages us to test our beliefs, which we may
have absorbed from the world around us, and to replace these beliefs
with His truth 'Do not be conformed to this world, but be transformed
by the renewing of your minds.' Counselling can help us reality check
our beliefs about ourselves, others and God.

Less commonly, depression may have physiological causes such as a
side-effect from medication, illness or hormonal imbalance. More
rarely there may be spiritual issues (guilt from unconfessed sin); in
this case, as with King David, the root of the depression is specific
and clear to the person (see Psalm 50).

For some reason, we sometimes think a psychological condition is
less 'real' than a physical one, or that if it is psychological than we are
‘at fault' and should snap out of it, whereas if the problem is physical
or medical, then we are not responsible. | disagree with that, as |
believe God created us body, mind and soul, which are inextricably
linked: physical symptoms can result from psychological causes and
vice versa. Rather than feeling guilty for struggling as Christians, my
hope is that the church would be a place where we experience
support, love and acceptance in the midst of our troubles.

How has counselling helped you?
As part of my training, | became aware of areas in my life which |
wanted to change T such as beliefs about myself and how I relate to
others. Addressing these areas means | am now more honest with
others and open to closer friendships. | also saw a counsellor for
several months to work through some unresolved grief from the death
of my father over twenty years ago, which was helpful.
