The Rector 

 

Dear friends 
 

Do you like hard work? Probably not many of us would say yes to that; but 
then we donôt much want to be idle either, with long empty days dragging 
out to little purpose. Do you know the last verse of 1 Corinthians 15? It 
says: 
 

óTherefore, my dear brothers and sisters, stand firm. Let nothing move you.     
Always give yourselves fully to the work of the Lord,  

because you know that your labour in the Lord is not in vain.ô 
 

1 Corinthians 15 is all about the resurrection of Jesus. It reminds us of all 
those who witnessed his resurrection with their own eyes, and then it 
shows us how supremely significant his resurrection is for our faith (if he 
was not raised, our faith is futile and we are still in our sins), and then the 
chapter shows how the resurrection of Jesus guarantees our own             
resurrection in Godôs future time. Jesus has conquered death! And      
therefore, stand firm, work hard, and labour in the Lord. 
 

The chapter has 57 verses about Jesus and his resurrection. He died and 
rose for us, he has borne our sins, defeated our greatest enemy, and      
guaranteed our glorious future. And that is why (in verse 58) we are told to 
work hard in the present, in the service of the Lord who has done all this 
for us. We can afford to spend and be spent in his service now, because 
Jesus is the right Lord to serve, and with him the future is absolutely safe 
and wonderful. The resurrection gives purpose to our Christian service and 
activities.  
 

So, this Autumn, are you helping with the Weekend Away, or coming to a 
training event (weôll be organising a few of these in the Autumn and 
Spring), or joining a Fellowship Group, or committing to First Wednesday, 
or serving a CAP client, or joining a rota, or helping a neighbour, or    
stewarding at St. Johnôs on a Saturday, or decorating our Churches for  
harvest, or paying a pastoral visit, or serving in our music ministry, or, or, 
or é obeying God in your own particular sphere of service? Donôt be 
afraid of hard work, donôt let your heart sink at the thought of a busy     
Autumn, but rejoice that Jesus is alive, and therefore your labours are  
fruitful, purposeful, and worthwhile.   
Whatever you do for him, give yourself  
fully to it!

News from Muyunda 
 

Greetings from myself, Cynthia, the family and St Paulôs  
congregation. We are all doing well and at church, last    
Sunday, after an appeal, we gave a 1.25kg bag of mealie 
meal, a 2 litre tin of cooking oil, 2kgs of sugar, 1 kg of salt, 1 
kg of washing powder and other things to 3 members who 
are unable to attend church due to sickness. The people 
themselves took the items to the sick people. 
 

We have started building three classrooms behind the church 
shops. These will be used for Sunday School, which does not 
have a shelter. Every Sunday there are 45 children. They will 
also be used by the Motherôs Union and St. Veronicaôs for 
their weekly meetings and by the community for things like 
adult education classes in the evening. It gives me great   
encouragement to see the people respond in this way and 
when we start a project. This is a poor community but we 
are only the second church in the diocese to build shops and 
classrooms. 
 

My week is spent in the community, visiting the poor,   
sometimes using my car to take people to the clinic or     
hospital or taking small parcels. People often call me in the 
street where there is no piped water and we just have our 
first tarmac road. On Tuesdays I meet with St. Veronicaôs 
and on Thursday with the Mothers; Union and make visits at 
any time. There is also office work to do. If you are throwing 
away a computer please throw it to St Paulôs. We prepare a 
weekly bulletin and, of course, meet to pray.

Thanks to the fundraising efforts of keen supporters, we have       
established a huge solar power system at St. Philipôs. This allows us 
to run everything in the lab as well as our computers in reception, 
pharmacy and various offices and at least one of our oxygen       
concentrators. We are still trying to work out exactly what this     
system can do but one thing is for sure: when the electricity       
company shuts the power off, which happens at least once a week, 
sometimes daily, our lights wonôt go out now nor will nor will the   
oxygen concentrator. This is the lifeline for babies and older people 
who are threateningly sick.

I canôt possibly answer all of this with all the biblical arguments and 
pastoral sensitivity that is required ï that is why I am encouraging you 
to read the books above, and look at the website.  
 
It might be that you are reading this as someone who experiences 
same-sex attraction, or know someone who does, or you know   
someone in a same-sex relationship (or you might be in one).

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Let me make one thing clear. Homophobia is wrong. Where Godôs 
people have been homophobic they must repent. The church must be 
a place that welcomes those who experience same-sex attraction. 

 
But let me also make this other thing clear. Sex is Godôs good gift to 
us, and he says it is for heterosexual marriage only. Genesis 2 makes 
it clear that this is the case, but also looking at passages throughout 
the Old and New Testament, Godôs word couldnôt be clearer. Godôs 
word clearly tells us that all sex outside of heterosexual marriage 
(therefore including homosexual sex) is sinful, but the Gospel is Godôs 
Good News to all sinners ï even those in sexual sin. 

 
In Luke 7, we come across a ósinful womanô, who comes to see Jesus 
and is overcome by emotion as she weeps at his feet and washes 
them with her tears. The Pharisee who had invited Jesus to eat with 
him surmised that no prophet would want anything to do with her and 
therefore Jesus could be no prophet. He, like many of the religious 
people of his day and ours, assumed that God would want nothing to 
do with a woman like her. Jesus corrects the Pharisee of the Bible, 
and the religious of today too.  

 
This story tells us 3 very important things.  

 
1.  Jesus knows our sin, yet welcomes us anyway. 

 
2.  The woman who came to Jesus was overcome by emotion        
because she had received much forgiveness. We could say that 
Jesus loves the sinner ï but loves them too much to leave them 
that way. Jesus does not condone the life she had led, but speaks 
of the forgiveness she needed and had now received. She was 
now free to live a new life, free from the power of sin, free from guilt 
of the past life and that freedom brought her so much joy and a 
great understanding of the forgiveness of God. 

 
3.  Those in sin, (and here the woman was almost certainly one     
involved in sexual sin) should find Jesus wonderfully attractive. 
Godôs people should reflect that beauty and attractiveness. We 
therefore can and should have friends in the LGBTQ+ community, 
we should be welcoming them into our church and loving them as 
we love anyone who doesnôt yet know Christ.

So what about in the Church of England. 
 

There is obviously much debate about this issue, and what I have 
outlined as the biblical view is also still the view of the Church of  
England. The reason General Synod has been discussing it at length 
earlier this summer is because some want to change what the church 
believes into a greater acceptance of and even blessing homosexual 
relationships.  
 
We are all made in the image of God, but are also all sinners. The 
church is full of sinners. The Christian, however, is not just a sinner, 
but a sinner who has repented of sin, trusted that Jesus has paid the 
penalty for that sin, and is now a new creation. With Godôs Holy Spirit 
living inside us, we have the power to fight sin. 
 
Practicing homosexuality is no greater sin than any other, but it is a 
sin that needs to be repented of (just as anger, lust, greed and lying 
do). The Christian must be growing in holiness and so those who 
have trusted in Christ and have same-sex attraction need to be   
Godly in that area of life ï and so cease to engage in homosexual 
practice. Those who refuse to repent and change their life are not 
walking with Christ and so need to be warned to come back to Him 
and find forgiveness. This is not an invitation to hate, that has no 
place, but it is an invitation to find true freedom and joy in following 
our gracious and great God. 
 
There are many Christians who experience same-sex attraction, but 
we mustnôt define people by their sexual orientation. That is not how 
God ever defines us. We are first of all people created in his image, 
and as Christians we are His chosen and loved people.  
 
It may be that you experience same-sex attraction, but that is        
different from practicing homosexuality. Being tempted is different 
from falling into sin.  If any of these issues raise a concern for you, or 
for someone you know ï do feel free to talk to James or myself. We 
are all seeking to live for Christ, and we all need help along that road. 

 
We live in a time when our culture is telling us that there are very few 
boundaries in the area of sexuality, but the Christian must trust what 
the unchanging word of the eternal God says.
